NOTE: The“A-B Line must never intersect the pool line and must be
at least 4 feet away from the pools edge at all times regardless of how
far the line is extended.

For customers looking to match existing anchors you will need to
measure BOTH the pool and the anchors from the same A-Bline. The
A-Bline should be positioned 4-5 feet behind the anchors. You will need
to submit two measurement sheets, one for the pool and one for the
anchors.

Tools You will need:

« Chalk

« 100 ft. tape measure. Working with another person will make
measuring much easier.

« Black pen for filling out forms, please write legibly.

1. Draw an accurate diagram indicating INSIDE pool dimensions
using the graph provided. Include the deck area, planters and any
obstructions within 18" of the waterline. Photographs of the pool
are required when having rocks, waterfalls, raised walls, spas or
anything out of the ordinary.

2. Establish 2 points, “A” & "B" parallel to the long side of the pool (see
at right). These points should be at least 25 ft. apart and can easily
be marked with chalk. Point "A" must be to the left of “B" as you face
the pool. Be sure to provide us with the distance between “A" and
“B".

3. Using chalk, mark and number points along the
inside edge of the pool at a maximum of 2 ft. intervals. Number all
corner points, direction changes, ladders, handrails, grabrails, slide
legs, rocks, spill ways, spa walls separating spa and pool, fill spout
and dive stands that are not removable in the fall. 1ft. intervals
should be used in small or tight radius areas. Be sure to identify
all obstruction points when filling in your measurements on the
measuring chart provided. Always number in a clockwise direction.
